Applications:
1. We ought to strive to recognize and feel the tension between Jesus’ 

identity and His mission, His majesty and His suffering.
2. We should beware of any theology or system of thought that makes 

little of the sufferings and death of Christ.
3. We must really believe that what we see in this life is like the little 

room back stage, and this whole life is truly a “dress rehearsal for 
eternity.”

4. We must deny ourselves. Don’t be ashamed to lose all.
5. We must realize that we cannot do this on our own.
6. We must remember that our sacrifice does not save us.
7. We must remember that Jesus spoke these words to the crowd 

AND to true disciples—so both groups needed them.
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
