What does Jesus want His 
disciples to know? 



#1 – He wants to embolden His 
disciples with an assurance of His 

universal authority.



#2 – He wants to establish a 
pattern of disciples making

disciples.



#3 – He wants to comfort them 
with a promise of His presence.



Applications:

1. We ought to be intentionally engaging in prolonged witnessing 
activity with people wherever we are. 

2. We should plan to provide lifetime instruction to every disciple of 
Jesus Christ.

3. We should seriously pursue and rejoice only in genuine conversion.
4. We should be engaged in constant encouragement of every disciple.
5. We should be “doing life” together as disciples of Jesus.
6. We should be engaging in intentional leadership development.
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
