Assurance
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Assurance

1. If a person lacks assurance, it may be because he
does not believe in God’s promises.
(Read John 3:36, 10:28, 6:37)

Have you repented of your sins and asked God to save
you? Could God lie and deny His promises? (Titus 1:2)

If God cannot lie and you have asked Him (Jesus) to
save you, what does John 5:24 tell us?



Assurance

2. Lack of assurance may also be due to unconfessed and
unrepented sin In your life. This sin will also hinder your
relationship with God. (Proverbs 28:13)

If you sincerely trust in the Lord Jesus, you will give up sin.
But if you sin, you do not need to be saved again. You already
belong to God's family, and He will not drive you away. But He
will be disappointed and saddened by your sin. What does 1
John 1:9 say?

Temptation

cannot do the things that you would. Galatians 5:17




Temptation

When a person becomes a Christian, he will find
that the Spirit of God prompts him to do what is
right and good.

But at the same time, Satan and the flesh were
tempting him to sin. There is a war constantly
waging in him.

Witnessing

“Withess”

In Greek: Martus - One who testifies
in court; One who tells others what he
has seen or experienced.

Martus > Martyr - One who loses his
life because of his witness.

A witness is one who tells others
about what he has seen or heard.
After His resurrection and before
His ascension, the Lord Jesus
commanded His disciples to bear
witness for Him. The early church
kept this mission in mind, and thus
Christianity spread rapidly
throughout the world. Acts 1:8



Witnessing

It is our privilege to bear witness for the Lord Jesus. It is also our
responsibility. It is possible that we do not know much about the
Bible; however, we can tell others about our experiences of how
the Lord saved us. After that, we also need to be familiar with
God’s Word and use the Bible to bear witness for the Lord.

Fellowship

Acts 2:42 mentions that the believers in the early church
steadfastly followed the apostles’ teaching, fellowshipped with
one another, broke bread, and prayed. The two main elements
of believers’ growth are: the teaching of the Bible and fellowship
among believers. God’s purpose in establishing local churches
Is also to strengthen His children.
